Other Stockaders associated with the project
are James Duggan of North Street and Anthony
Wildrich of Governors' Lane, both members of
the firm of Feibes & Schmitt.

REPORT FROM THE PRESIDENT

Governor Nelson A. Rockefeller faced an audi-
ence of 1200 people in hew York City on Friday
February 25 and charged them to be "bold" in
their vision and recommendations as they .con-
cerned themes and discussions on 12 different
subjects posed for the "Governor's Conference
on Natural Beauty." The Governor stressed his
interest in finding new ideas which would com-
bine in legislative for means of promoting an
increase in the industry of New York State as
well as means of promoting its beautification.

The first set of four panels took place at the
same time, each panel having a chairman and 4 or
5 panel members. Each chairman laid the ground
work for his subject, asking each panelist to
make some remarks and suggestions, and then per-
mitting the audience to participate by state-
ments, questions and answers. Each chairman

We had prepared a
draft of explanation and recommendations deal-
ing directly with our local area and sent the
draft before the meeting to Mr. Geoffrey Platt,
chairman of the panel on Historic Preservation
and to Mr. William H. Whyte, Conference general
chairman. Attached to the draft were support-
ing material in the form of a book, pamphlets
and photographs. We copy here the last page of
the draft ---

Recommendations for the Stockade Area in
Schenectady.

Because of the unique place which the Stockade
Area in Schenectady occupies in the history of
New York State and of the country, and because
of its wide range of styles of architecture
which have grown together into a unified whole
during its long history,

We petition the Governor's Conference on Natu-
ral Beauty that every effort be made to:

(1) prevent the demolition of any building in
the area
(2) assist to find a suitable use for build-
ings under threat of demolition
restore the unified appearance of the
streets by putting all electric wires,
cables and transformers underground
(4) further assist in a program to illuminate
the area in a more appropriate manner,
using standards and lights in keeping
with the historic past, yet in keeping
with modern safetv practices
(5) assist in planning and carrying out of a
unified plan of natural beautification
of the area involving trees, gardens,
parks and river front
(6) assist in the solutior of currently heavy
traffic and congested parking problems.
It is our feeling that much good will come
out of this Conference. Since its fulfillment
takes time, education and money, it will move
slowly in the beginning and will gain momentum
later on. We are pledged to do all we can to
get some of these programs started and to keep
them moving in the right direction.

It is unfortunate that the Spy is a conserva-
tive monthly, and that praise for the Galaxy
Player's productions of A Phoenix Too Frequent,
and A Resounding Tinkle is post mortem. As an
apology or not putting out an extra, let us say
in capitals: DON'T MISS ANY FUTURE PRODUCTIONS
BY THE GALAXY PLAYERS. These two plays con-
tinued the proof this group is giving that lo-
cal amateurs can produce entertainment at least
a cut above TV serials, without gross (or for
that matter net) ineptitude in any department.

As everyone knows, A Phoenix Too Frequent is
a bit of malicious gossip extracted from the
Satyricon and set to somewhat effervescent
verse by Christopher Fry. Under a froth of
classical allusions (fielded without error by
a largely academic audience) it tells the sim-
ple human story of a young widow starving her-
self to death in her departed husband's tomb,
of a young soldier who drops in, eager to share
her immolation, and how they work out their
salvation with the help of her faithful maid.
Sandi Gruberg was delightful as the relict
Dynamene. Stuart Wooster was very believable
as the soldier. Jinx Lindenauer's maid seemed
a little too cockney, but this might be Mr.
Fry's fault, in Petronius she quotes Vergil.
The firection probably deserves a good share of
praise, for maintaining a light and plausible
tone in tne face of artificial verse and situ-
ations.

A Resounding Tinkle is a domestic comedy laid
in some corner of suburvia that is forever
England. Husband and wife, Bro and Middie
Paradock, discuss a recent purchase which is
important to their status, and are visited by
pipe-smoking Uncle Fred who Tistens to a re-
ligious service on the radio. The discussion
is in the accents of an established marriage,
each talking to an idiot who will never under-
stand what is being said but who will leap at
any opportunity for misinterpretation. This
is the Maginot Line phase of the war between
the sexes: each side is securely entrenched
and firing continually but not necessarily in
the enemy's direction. Certainly neither is
affected by the other's barrages.

That the conflict concerns a name for the
new elephant and whether it should be traded
for a boa constrictor only serves to emphasize
the familiar inanity of the exchanges, and the
absolute failure of communication at a verbal
level. Uncle Fred turns out to have changed
his sex. (This is probably the only recorded
case of the sort without Freudian implications,
and only shows that a handsome woman smoking a
pipe can be just as dull as Uncle Fred.) I
found the results extremely funny and entertain-
ing. The acting was good and, in case of Anne
Hastings, I thought outstanding.

Again let us praise The Galaxy Players, and
not forget the Nott Memorial Theatre, always
such a pleasant place to visit.

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As the mornings become brighter, the evenings
longer and the weather balmier, the last thing
anyone wants to think about is the problem of
snow. However while the memory of at least two
horrendous snowfalls is still with us, let us
ask for consideration of one major question:
what is to be done with ali those parked cars
in the street?

When three or more inches of snow have fallen,
the city asks that all parked cars be taken away
so that the plows can get through. This seems
like a very reasonable request. But where can
the cars be taken? It's easy for the garage-
owners to say that all car-owners should have
their own off-street parking facilities, but
are there really that many garages, or even
open driveways, for all Stockade residents with
cars to have this convenience? Although The
Spy has not made a definitive survey, the
answer we bet on is No. Furthermore we'll also
bet that at the rate more and more of our large
old houses are converted from single homes to
apartments (or "multi-family dwellings," as the
Zoning Laws phrase it) this problem will become
worse, not better.

At present the only solution seems to be the
emergency use of the several private parking
lots in the Stockade area that are maintained
by our churches and such organizations as the
Mohawk Club, on Church Street, the Culver Office
Supply Co. on College Street, and Service Linen
Supply Co. on Green Street. But is this with
the owners' permission? And if a car is taken
off the street tor an emergency period ought it
not to be put back on the street as soon as the
emergency is over? In other words, how well
does this off-the-cuff arrangement work?

Maybe we've asked too many questions, but
surely they touch on a problem which the city
and the Stockade Association should study before
next winter's snow starts flying.
