TREE SALE UNDERWAY 

The tree planting committee welcomes Wil­
liam Hirst of Ferry Street and John Dillingham 
of North Street to its ranks. Vi Putnam, chair­
man of this committee, tells us that the trees 
are here and sales are currently underway. 

Kinds: Size at Planting: 

Norway Maple 9 - 10 ft. high 
1 1/ 4 - 1 1/2 in. diameter 

Sugar Maple 9 - 10 ·ft. high 
1 1/ 4 - 1 1/2 in. diameter 

Flowering Crab 7 - 8 ft. high 
1 1/ 4 - 1 1/2 in. diameter 

After a study of the Stockade area, by the 
Felthousen Nursery, these trees were recom­
mended. The Norway and Sugar Maples turn 
beautiful colors in the fall and will contrast 
nicely with the constant-color purple Crimson 
King Maples we planted last year. The Flower­
ing Crab cannot be planted along the streets 
because its branches dip down too far, how­
ever, it is particularly good in lawned areas 
and will not grow as tall as the telephone wires. 
It buds in the spring and has deep, red berries 
in the fall. 

Price and Value. Because we are buying in 
quantity, we will be able to get any of these 
trees for $20.00 each. This money is the sole 
cost to the buyer. It includes the tree and the 
planting. If you have a cement or macadam 
walk in which a square or circle must be cut 
before planting may take place, the price re­
mains at $20.00, with the Stockade Association 
paying the additional amount for the cutting of 
the sidewalk. 

The trees are larger than usual and will 
be balled and burlapped at the time of planting 
so that their roots will all be in place and 
they will be ready for immediate growth. 

Payment must be made in advance. You 
will receive a receipt for your cash or check. 

If Something Goes Wrong With Your Tree. 

If your tree dies of ~atural causes, see 
Felthousen' s Nursery for a replacement. If 
the tree is damaged and dies and you are 
unable to determine who is responsible for 
that damage, see the Stockade Association 
for reimbursement, (as stated in last month's 
Spy). In either case, the request for satisfac­
tion must be made within a year of the date 
of planting.

Deadlines. All orders for trees must be in 
by Saturday, May 16, 1964 AT THE VERY 
LATEST.

Captivated by 
the building's high Victoriana, the Hirsts, via 
the ministering hands of Paul Shaeffer' s work­
men, have cherished each frill and restored 
every curlicue, with white trim highlighted in 
blue with an occasional gleam of gold. Even 
the old dark mahogany of the door has been 
revived. As of press time, the ungainly con­
crete mass of stoop was still slated for re­
placement by simpler steps, but Number 12 
is well on its way to a celebration of its original 
glory. 

Equally impressive, in a quite different key, 
are the changes wrought on upper Front street. 
Number 152, which belongs to Mrs. Josephine 
Sukatski, has been completely sandblasted and 
given a trim of shining green. Number 156, the 
.property of Mrs. Mary Hennessy (a simple 
handsome house designated in the Historical 
Society records as the John Brown, Jr. House, 
circa 1814), has been sandblasted, repainted, 
its trim repainted and its pleasant little front 
stair restored. Mrs. Hennessy's house was 
one of the last in the area to benefit from 
words of advice from the late John Miller. 

Coming events: On the gaping greensward 
left by the still regretted Lyons house removal, 
a sweep of Felthousen landscaping, to be ren­
dered constant care by the st. George's garden 
club. The ugly and inadequate wire fencing 
along Ferry street will give way to a privet 
hedge. 

And between Dr. Senn' s establishment and 
Mr. Vogel's, still further south on North Ferry, 
an antique shop is promised in what was once 
Leo's market!

COOK OF THE MONTH 

Our cook this month is Mrs. Willard Kitts 
of 19 Front street. The recipe is Chicken San 
Diego and sounds just delicious! 

CHICKEN SAN DIEGO 

2 fryers 
1 1/2 cups Wesson or olive oil 
3/ 4 cup chopped onion 
2 medium cloves of minced garlic 
1/ 2 teaspoon oregano 
1/ 2 teaspoon thyme 
1/ 2 teaspoon rosemary 
1 teaspoon sweet basil 
1 bay leaf 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
1/2 teaspoon pepper 

Combine these ingredients to make a savory 
oil and let stand at least three hours to over­
night. Chicken should be in serving pieces -
dredg.e in flour and brown quickly. Put chicken 
in small roasting pan or casserole - roasting 
pan should be a shallow one. Cover chicken 
with sauce and add one cup Dubonnet wine. 
Bake in oven at 350° until chicken is done ... 
about one hour. For barbecuing - add one 
tablespoon Kitchen Bouquet to sauce.

THIS AND THAT AND DANCING 

This is a rather broad title, isn't it? I 
intend it to be just that.

I also remember dancing classes held there 
for youngsters older than I. Then I recall that 
there were the classes at the Arcade Hall of 
the Edison Hotel, where Vinick' s is now at the 
corner of Wall and State Streets. As I re­
member, Mr. Van Araman of Troy conducted 
these dancing classes. Mabel Hall (now Mabel 
Thompson) also held classes. However, I re­
member best a Cotillion held at 13 Union 
Street. I can't remember who our dancing 
teacher was. It makes little difference because 
it was all pretty much the same. 

Yes, it was like this. Once a week we boys 
had to be scrubbed up and put in our best 
clothes complete with patent leather pumps. 
It was Horrible. No football, baseball or snow­
balls that afternoon. However, the girls seemed 
to love it. They were in their prettiest frocks. 
They were all coy and giggly. They sat on their 
side of the room. We boys sat on the other, 
sort of like a Quaker Meeting. The piano 
started to play and the teacher said: 

''Select your partner.'' 

Then came the mad rush toward the prettiest 
girls, but the instructor took care of the situa­
tion. We each bowed politely to a girl saying, 
"May I have this dance?" Thus we all ended 
up with a partner whether we liked her or not, 
and we started to dance. If it was a waltz it was,

OUR CHURCHES 

St. George's Church has observed its Two 
Hundredth anniversary as a stronghold of 
Christian worship, has increased fourfold in 
numbers during the last century, and is now the 
largest Parish in the Diocese of Albany. Its 
beginnings go back to a stormy evening in the 
winter of 1735, when The Reverend Thomas 
Barclay made his way to Schenectady, and 
became the first Minister of the Church of 
England to hold services at what was to be 
Saint George's Church. With the help of 
Trinity Church, New York, and the benefactions 
of Sir William Johnson, the first Church 
structure was built in 1759 and the Parish 
incorporated under the Crown. The building was 
used as a barracks during the Revolutionary 
W-a--r-; t-0Eia:y-it -stands-a-s-0t1e-0f the-euts-ta-Hdi-ng­
examples of early Colonial Architecture. Now, 
two hundred years from the date of its founding, 
St. George's serves the spiritual needs of more 
than fifteen hundred Communicants, their fam­
ilies and the community. The spire of St. 
George's, reaching high above the graves of 
those who saw it rise, is the epitaph and symbol 
of all who labor for the Faith '' once and for all 
delivered to the Saints". 

The name of John W. Brown will al ways be 
associated with the history of St. George's 
Church as its founder and first recorded com­
municant. He was but twenty-one years old 
when he came to America from England in 
1 758, and it was he who first initiated the 
drive to found a Mission of the Church of 
England in Schenectady. Th-~re were-ab"crut thre~e­
hundred homes here then, and the town was 
protected by a fortress capable of holding up to 
three hundred men. The greater part of the 
inhabitants were Dutch, but the number of 
English had increased. Many people worshipped 
in the Dutch Church, but many stayed away 
because they could not understand the language. 
Thus, a church where Services would be con­
ducted in English became a necessity. Heading 
the list of subscribers to funds for building the 
Church was the name of Sir William Johnson, 
then Superintendent of Indian affairs.

Ground was broken for erection of the 
Church in 1759, where three lots on Ferry 
Street adjoining the fort had previously been 
purchased. Progress was slow, but accounts 
of the building tell of various small steps 
forward, such as purchase of two stoves which 
it is said was "an innovation which disturbed 
the minds of many who did not approve of such 
novelties". Mr. Samuel Fuller was made· 
architect for the Church building. The building 
was completed enough in 1 763 and, three 
years later, twenty-three pews were built in 
it. As yet there was no steeple, so a temporary 
bell was hung within the Church. That same 
year, Governor Sir Henry Moore designated the 
Parish as "St. George's Chapel." 

After years of struggle, finally in 1769, 
ten years after the foundation was laid, the 
Church was completed. From a rough sketch 
found in one of the record books, it would 
appear that the original building was thirty­
six feet wide and fifty-six feet deep, the walls 
of undressed blue stone being thirty inches 
thick. The high-pitched roof was covered with 
shingles, and had no steeple. There was a door 
at the west end and another on the south side 
and two windows on either side of the front 
door. The ceiling over the nave was arched 
and in the middle, against the east wall of the 
Church, stood a Communion table. Two desks 
stood directly in front of it for reading and: 
preaching. Only part of the Church had pews," 
extra benches being brought in when needed and, 
against the south wall, two pews' distance from 
the door toward the chancel, stood the pew 
erected for Sir William Johnson "'adorned with 
a handsome canopy supported by pilasters." 
Such was St. George's in 1769. 

Plans for the late 1940' s for the Restoration 
of the Church proper included a more spacious 
Sanctuary, in which the Chancel Rail w-0uld 
encircle the Altar, as it did once before one 
hundred years previously. The Choir and organ 
were to be returned to the gallery and the un­
restricted view of the Altar of the older days 
restored, and the seating capacity of the Church 
to be increased to accommodate one hundred 
fifty additional persons. Plans also provided for 
additions to the east end to meet the pressing 
needs of the Clergy, Altar Guild, Acolytes and 
Choir, but especially for a new, long-awaited 
Chapel, situated on the main axis and behind 
the Sanctuary and Altar, --eminently useful 
for the daily Services, for small weddings or 
funerals, and joined to the main body of the 
Church by a transparent partition. This would 
mean that not only a long felt want would be 
realized, but that it would no longer be neces­
sary to prepare or preheat the Church during 
weekdays for such occasions in winter. Thus, 
long planning, which began when the Reverend 
Darwin Kirby, Jr., became Rector in 1947, be­
came a reality in the Re-dedication of St. 
George's Church on September 27, 1953, at an 
expenditure of $350,000. During the Rector ship 
of Father Kirby at St. George's, the member­
ship has increased three hundred per cent in 
the last fifteen years, during which time the 
Church as acquired and beautified the proper­
ties ,at 19, 21 and 23 FrontStreet,one of which 
is used as a Clergy House. Another building 
program was completed in 1958, when new and 
additional Church School facilities, Great Hall, 
Lounge, kitchen, studies and offices were 
dedicated, at a total cost of $2 50,. 000. The 
acquisition of five properties on Green Street 
made possible the Parking Lot which accom­
modates one hundred twenty cars. The most 
recent acquisition, that of the Lyon property 
at 16 North Ferry Street, and adjoining the 
Church property, makes possible the eventual 
beautification of the Church grounds and a more 
spacious setting for the St. George's of the 
future.
